Correspondence = Mr. Perrott informed the board that there was a Social Post from a former GSW student.  He read this post to the board members.  It was from a GSW graduate that is now employed at Grainger. Principal Mr. John Engelman was informed about several job opportunities at Grainger, so he put out a few calls to former GSW students.  This student was interviewed and hired at Grainger and was very thankful to GSW and the principal for thinking of him.

6.  We received positive comments from teachers from Coal City and Wilmington about 
our student growth assessments.

District Fund Collateralization: Standard Bank (GSW accounts are with this bank) has been sold to First Midstate Bank.  Mr. Perrott informed the board members that he received a letter letting GSW know that our funds / accounts are protected during this bank merger.
OTHER ITEMS:  Mr. David Doglio, Board President, brought up the two drivers education vehicles.  Currently, the older of the two, is not being used.  The board members discussed getting rid of the older one, keeping the newer one, and then purchasing a new vehicle for the students and drivers education teacher to use for driving time.  They discussed calling around to local dealerships to see if there is a state program and/or money / discounts for school drivers’ education vehicles, etc.
OLD BUSINESS:

Building/Grounds Projects = The Building Committee reported on the following:  

· They met on Wednesday, January 11, 2017 at 10:00 AM to discuss building projects.  They needed to prioritize summer projects and see which ones would need a contractor.

· The committee put together a list of the most important projects that need to be completed:

· Air-conditioning units

· Doors – gym area, teacher entrance and back office entrance doors

· Need to post school property – set posts on property lines

· Keyless Entry System on doors

· Temperature / thermostat controls in each room

· Exhaust ventilation system in gym area

· North windows in gym area – remove and replace

The board discussed these projects in further detail and will review again at the February meeting.  They would like to have a project/projects picked and lined up for this summer.
